LAST MEETING MINUTES





The February 18, 2003 meeting was called to order by club president Gene Pate at 6:15 pm, at the Hofbrau House.  The following was discussed:


Gene called for recognition of guests and new members Gilbert Ornelas and Robbie Talbert.  


Donnie Golleher discussed the Conroe Federation tournament February 1 in which six(6) HOBC members out of a total of thirty (30) participants caught fish.  There were a total of 118 participants.  Donnie announced the March 1 Sam Rayburn and April 12 Limestone Federation tournaments.  Donnie mentioned that there are many new activities the federation is considering or will be offering to bolster participation like early entry bonus, distance award, not so lucky award, and many door prizes.


Treasurer Dave Bush announced that to date HOBC’s current treasury balance was $739.70.  There were some discussions regarding the pros/cons of continuing with trophies.  No final decisions were made.  It was suggested that we consider a percent of door prizes be contributed to Sunshine Kids.  No final decision was made.  Dave discussed the need for several fund raisers, potential fund raisers, and money saving options like considering to pass up plaques for the top three tournament finishers.


Preston Vincent donated $200+ titanium Allstar rod for raffle as a fund raiser.


Gene Pate encouraged more involvement in social events around tournaments, including cooking and providing drinks.


Alan Stubblefield discussed purchasing new scales previously approved.  He pointed out that the old model scales we owned was replaced by the vendor as part of purchasing a new scale.  So now we have two scales.  Alan further noted that there was an excellent turn out for Don Iovino seminar for HOBC.  Don donated two VHS tapes of his sonar and finesse fishing techniques.


Brent Stafford prepared a presentation about HOBC website and demonstrated its content.  A motion was made by Alan Stubblefield to sell company name or entry slots on our website, seconded by Scott Deaton.  Brent continued with the home site demo:  schedule, HOBC application, newsletter, company sponsorships, and fishing equipment vendor sponsorships.  Afterward a motion was made (by Joe Dillard seconded by Scott Deaton) to proceed with adopting and developing the website as proposed by Brent Stafford.  Voted and approved to set out to obtain sponsorships.  Motion (by Deaton seconded by Golleher) to set minimum of $25 for membership advertising.  Voted on and approved.

Proposed Changes to HOBC amendment








HOW DID DEY DO DAT???


AMISTAD


Saturday consisted of catching 8 keeper fish on watermellon red wacky� worms � and sinkos fished in water 10' - 12' with scattered grass on the bottom.� Six � of the eight fish came from one small cove on the Texas side near mile� marker � 7. One came from a main lake ridge on the Mexican side near marker 6 and� one � from a cove in the mouth of Burro. Sunday morning early we picked up 4 � keepers in 30 minutes time off the same mainlake ridge on the Mexican side� � just south of marker 6. They came from watermellon red sinkos fished wacky� in � 12' of water with grass on the bottom. There were many beds in this area� that � I saw in 12' of water. I found this flat covered with beds two years ago� when � I fished the State tournament and decided to give it a try.�Cooper Aucoin��Bruce:� � I'm afraid I'm going to have to defer to my partner for location on the� lake� due to my lack of knowledge about where we fished, but, all of my fish� came� on a wacky-rigged, watermelon-red-black (208) 5" Senko in about 10-12 feet� of water, with short grass along the bottom.  In practice, I did pick up� one� fish on a chrome/blue 1/2-oz. Rattletrap, throwing it around some� stick-ups� that were in 5-10 feet of water next to a cliff.� Michael C. "Mike" Stall         ��Bruce:  We had a fairly simple game plan.  Run and Gun!  We started off� Saturday morning in Castle Canyon, and I picked up one fish on a Rogue.� After about 45 minutes with only one fish, we headed west under the� Highway 90 bridge and Railroad track.  If you hug the right bank close to� the Texas shoreline, which is what I'd call the very first major main lake� point a mile or two west of the bridge (northwest of the dam),  watch your� flasher, and you will come out of 70 - 80 feet of water right up on top of� a 10' - 15' ridge with scattered grass about 300 yards south of the Texas� shoreline (and about a 1/4 -1/2 mile west of the point), which runs� east/west for over a 1/4 of a mile.  A guide showed my wife and I this� spot about 4 years ago on our way out to our deer lease close to Pandale� for a spring turkey hunt.  I've caught a few 2-3 pound fish on this ridge� , mostly on carolina-rigged flukes, almost every time I've fished it.  I� picked up one during practice on Friday afternoon late, but no luck on� Saturday morning. � �  From there, we went to Mile Marker 6 on the Mexico side, where there is a� fairly round island to the south of about a 1/4 mile long shallow flat.� There is another big round mountain on the Mexico side about a mile or two� to the south of the round island in the water that looks like an upside� down snow-cone.  I think this may be the start of Burro Canyon.  Don't� ever pass this spot up going upriver!  This 1/4 mile long flat is where my� partner and I caught most of our keepers last year in April (and I lost� about a 3 pounder and a 6 pounder with an hour to go in the tournament).� I caught my best fish here Saturday morning that weighed 3.79# on a� Carolina-Rigged Watermelon Fluke (with the tail dipped in chartreuse� garlic dip dye), and had another one break-off.  Damn, I hate it when that� happens.  Both sides of the flat are good, but I've had my best luck on� the south side, just drifting with the wind .  We saw a total of one or� two other boats on this flat both days! � � As you go into Burro Canyon on the Mexico side just a little further west� of the above mentioned flat, we picked up a couple of more keepers on� trick worms, about a 1/2 mile east of the Mexican fishing camp, which is� on the far west side of Burro.  I had another good fish break my line in� here on a fluke.  Could have been "Operator Error".  I may go to a wire� shock leader real soon. � � We then headed west to Marker 17, where the main river channel turns north� up the Rio Grande.  Just west of this buoy marker, if you keep going west,� you will run right into an island.  On the west side of the island, there� is a lot of stained water 8' to 10' deep with scattered grass, and  E.J.� picked up two nice fish on a Carolina-Rigged Watermelon Brush Hog (not the� baby, but the big one), dipped in chartreuse garlic dip dye.  I never had� a thump on a fluke. � � We finished up Saturday in one of the first creeks on the right going into� Castle Canyon, and picked up a couple more fish on a Kudzu Trick Worm.� This was our second stop Sunday morning (after spending about 45 fishless� minutes in the creeks at the Air Force Boat Ramp), and I picked up two� nice fish on a watermelon red lizard in here (I flipped a black/blue jig� in the far end of this creek for 1/2 an hour with no luck, but those fish� have to be in there soon).  As we headed west again, I picked up one more� good fish on a watermelon red lizard at the ridge mentioned in the first� paragraph, and I should have put my rods down then, as that was the last� fish I caught around 9:00 A.M.   We then went to the 1/4 mile long flat on� the Mexico side mentioned in paragraph 2 at Mile Marker 6, and E.J. picked� up two 3 pounders back to back.  I threw a crawdad and fire-tiger� crankbait alot in here, but they just were not hungry for it .  Water� temperatures ranged from 54 to 57 degrees everywhere we went.  If it hits� 60 degrees during the State Tournament, this lake is going to be awesome.� I hope this helps everybody somewhat,  and Good Luck to all of you who� will be there in March for the State Tournament! � � �
