Proposed Changes to HOBC amendment








HOW DID DEY DO DAT???





Date:  January 18, 2002�> > Location:  Fayette County Lake�> > Weather:  Low 30's, blue-bird skies, post-frontal, light to variable�> wind�> > and two f****** broken locks on the boat, frozen solid.�> > �> > We blasted off right on time (7:15) and started fishing at one of the�> only�> > two identifiable hydrilla beds on the lake.  Fished over the hydrilla�> > (3-6')�> > of water, throwing both shallow and deep.  Caught the first fish on a�> > chrome�> > and blue (scrapped) 3/4 oz. rattle trap, within 5 minutes and within the�> > next hour caught 2 more, broke off on 2 and lost one on bone and chrome�> > 1/2�> > oz. traps, working the same grass bed.  Tried spinner baits, c-rigs with�> > flukes, Sinko's and jigs, without success.  (Note:  Noticed that a�> > majority�> > of the fish just push the bait away, didn't slap it, during retrieve and�> > all�> > the fish hooked had swallowed the entire bait.  Also, saw at least three�> > at�> > the boat following the bait, swimming with it, and one, right at the�> boat,�> > just open his mouth and let the damn thing go, without ever giving any�> > indication that it had taken/hit the bait.)�> > Moved to a creek channel (7-12') and pitched 9/16 oz, rattle-back jig,�> > black/blue/brown&purple, w/an Uncle Josh #12 pork trailer/black, 2�> hours,�> > no�> > luck.  But, did on way out of creek catch one 4 pounder right up on the�> > bank.  (ASK DON ABOUT HIS GOOOOO AND OTHER WILDLIFE ADVENTURE!)  Fished�> > another two hours  "boat ridding" from the damn to the hot water�> discharge�> > to some back creeks, near the Oak Thicket Park, without success.  With�> two�> > hours left went back to our starting point and right off the bat, missed�> > two�> > fish on traps.  Don then noticed two guys fishing shallow (pitching the�> > weeds) and catch what had to be the smallest fish on the lake.  Don made�> > the�> > suggestion that we move shallow and try the jig and that's what we did�> for�> > the last hour and a-half, in 1' or less of water.  Picked up three more�> > fish�> > including a 5 1/2 and 7 1/2 pounder.  We were throwing as far back in�> the�> > brush as we could get the bait to land in any hole and the bass just�> > slammed�> > the bait.  Covered a lot of water, pitch-in, jig once and then pull the�> > bait�> > and 4 punds of weeds out, clean off the bait and pitch again.  The most�> > productive bank cover had lay-downs, brush (pussy-willows) and some of�> > that�> > prickly grass, all in the same place.�> > �> > Hope this is of some help.�> > �> > Toby and Don

Leonard Worden and Bruce Ganer:  We didn’t have nearly the exciting day that Toby and Don had…..we saw and fished very similar things as they did but didn’t get bit much.  I pretty much got schooled by Leonard who seemed to have the golden touch.  He was catching fish and missing fish slow but steadily on wacky worms, senkos, and crankbait?  I finally got my first bite at around 1:00 on a senko I wrestled away from Leonard but broke off on the hook set.  Went back to one of our preferred points to finish up.  Leonard caught 3 more weigh fish and 1 short fish all on a “skirted grub”.  I missed a savage strike on a rinky dink and with just minutes left caught a weigh fish on a used (but not abused) skirted grub I conned out of Leonard.
