HOW DID DEY DO DAT???

LAKE FORK:





SCOTT DEATON & RONNIE PHILLIPS:  Ronnie lives 45 minutes from Fork and I’ve had him out there for the last 2 weeks prefishing.  The first day we had a bit over 25 lbs which is great but we were unable to get on a couple of Ronnie’s “BIG FISH SPOTS” due to the wind.  We were using spinners, weightless senkos and c-rig senkos of the 6” persuasion in the am and then 5” as it got later.  We fished grass and lily pads on the east end of the lake in Caney and across from the Dam. The second day started out slow.  We tried to hit the same spots as the first day and they just weren’t there.  We decided to go to the spots we couldn’t hit the first day and smooth tore them up.  First 2 casts, 2 fish over 19”.  Day 2 was spinners and weightless senkos in the same habitat.  Ronnie has been averaging about 18-30 lbs per outing for the last 2 weeks and when he goes at night he says it can double.  All of our fish were in less than 7’ of water but all were on grass and lilys where there were plenty of stumps.  Just another great time on a big fish lake.





GILBERT ORNELAS & ROBBY TALBERT:  We fished the mid lake area first on a main lake point throwing spinnerbaits and cranks, then went to some deep creeks w/Carolina rig senkos Christmas tree color and sweet potato pie color fishing deep 16’-22’ on creek bends we lost some really big ones the first and second day!  But that’s fishing!  Hey anyone care to give me a net lesson cause I sure could use it!!  Or a pill to fight  off the disease “auwtda” (ATE UP WITH THE DUMB ASS)!!!  OH WELL SORRY ROBBY WE WILL GET EM NEXT TIME.


HERE IS TO TIGHT LINES AND FULL LIMITS TO YA!!


BRUCE GANER & BILLY STAPLETON:  We prefished one day, on the milk run, trying north, mid lake, and south toward the dam.  We caught decent but scattered numbers of fish in generally +/- 6’ of water.  We settled on two close to each other places, where we caught our best fish, way north of the bridge past Birch Creek toward some big power lines crossing the lake.  We found two subtle coves along a straight shoreline with scattered grass and a lot of wood lay downs and stick ups.  Throwing senkos, various top waters, and small crankbaits.  We were half way through the morning before we figured out they were in less than 3’ of water in heavy lay downs in front of the grass.  Then we really got on them and very good size (but not monsters our biggest was 21 3/4) with small crankbaits (me) and small white spinnerbaits (Billy) and occasionally (our biggest) on a camo senko imitation.  The second day we went immediately to the same places and got into more and much better fish but couldn’t get them into the boat.  I had two straighten my hooks on crankbaits and two more just get off less than ten feet from the boat that were easily 5 pounders.  Billy had two break his spinnerbaits in two and caught one that measured just under 23” but hardly had any tail……it should have measured 25” at least.  All of our fish were very thick, paper weight didn’t do them justice, particularly Billy’s big fish.  All this happened within the first two hours of the day after that they shut down on us.  We didn’t see 10 boats the whole three days we were there.  Awesome outing on Fork.
